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LOWER COVERDALE - Joseph Babineau's expansive lawn in Lower 

Coverdale is lush and his garden is filled with nature's delicacies. The 

72-year-old former sheet metal worker has found an organic way to 

keep his Lower Coverdale property green and healthy, and he's eager 

to share his scientific secret with school children or anyone else who 

is curious. 

Babineau has been perfecting the art of worm composting in his ga-

rage for the last year and it's helped him come up with a natural fer-

tilizer that works wonders. 

"This is not a business, but I enjoy it as a hobby," Babineau said yes-

terday, surrounded by rubber tubs filled with earthworms. 

"It's a non-profit project for me. I saw it on Dirty Jobs on TV and 

thought it would be an interesting thing to try. It keeps me busy and I 

enjoy seeing how it works." 

The Springhill, N.S. native has been deaf since he was an infant. 

However, he communicates easily by reading lips and through sign 

language. Yesterday's interview was done through signing interpreter 

Ginnie Black of South-East Deaf and Hard of Hearing Services Inc. 

The composting project begins with the collection of good food 

wastes, including vegetables, bread, egg shells, fruit, coffee grounds 

or horse manure. He invites residents to contribute their food waste 

to his project, but he will not take meat, fish, dairy and oil-based 

products. 

The food waste is then dumped into large rubber tubs with paper 

products like egg cartons and newspapers and the worms. He has 

about 10,000 worms and they double their population every two or 

three months. Each of the tubs has holes on the bottom so the liquid 

fertilizer that is created by the worms and drain and drip into another 

holding tub. Approximately 60 gallons of the fertilizer is created an-

nually. 

"Everyone finds it interesting," Babineau said. "I'd like to see some 

small groups of school children come see it. Maybe they can organize 

tours to see this natural process. 

"It's organic and there's a lot of talk about the environment and 

green products so a lot of kids would like to see this."
